• Be on time

• Move quickly

• Say “Hello” and
“Goodbye”

• Put your things away

• Eat at the snack tables

• Take turns

• Share equipment

• Pick up all belongings

• Have a good attitude

• Invite others to play

• Be flexible and open

• Use kind words and
actions when interacting
with others

• Stay seated until you
are dismissed

• Raise your hand if you
need something

• Use whisper voices

• Say kind things such as:
“Have a great day,” or
“Thanks for holding the
door” or “Excuse me”

• Use the bathroom
during recess/lunch

• Respect others privacy
