District staff has conducted an evaluation of current and future photocopier
requirements throughout the District. The majority of copiers at school sites are
analog models, subject to frequent breakdown, resulting in wasted time and
frustration by the school site users. After reviewing current copier information
and specifications, it has been determined that digital copier equipment with
upgradeable capabilities for networking/connectivity would best suit current and
future photocopier needs for the District school sites. Digital copiers are
expected to be less expensive to operate, maintain (fewer moving parts),
resulting in lower per copy monthly costs.

High quality and competitively priced digital copiers are available through a
number of existing contracts. The California Department of General Services
has negotiated pricing for this type of equipment which it has determined to be
fair, reasonable and competitive, and provides for its purchase through the
California Multiple Award Schedules (CMAS). AB2866 and AB 1684 authorize
local government agencies and school districts to use CMAS and other
Department of General Services agreements without competitive bidding. The
District pays the Department of General Services a 2.56% fee (effective fiscal
year 2004/05) for purchasing from the CMAS contracts. In addition, Public
Contract Code sections 20118 and 20652 authorize districts to purchase
equipment, supplies, or other personal property without advertising forbids by
utilizing another public agency’s contract. When appropriate, the photocopier
equipment would be purchased or leased under the terms and conditions of
CMAS Contract number: 3-01-36-0027A (Canon U.S.A,, Inc.). (The contract is
available in the Business Office for review.)

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that for the 2003-2004 school year, the Fullerton School District, has
provided each pupil with sufficient textbooks and instructional materials consistent with the cycles and
content of the curriculum frameworks.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that for the 2003-2004 school year, that the Governing Board of the
Fullerton School District hereby certifies that as of this date, each pupil in the District in kindergarten
through grade eight has been provided with a standards-aligned textbook or basic instructional
materials purchased from the approved standards-aligned adoption list in the areas of history/social
science, mathematics, reading/language arts and science.
