Attendance: How important is attendance? Very important! Every day materials
covered will be vital throughout the year. Missing a day is falling behind a day. Please
make every effort to be present.

Homework: Every night? Yes!!! My policy is that homework is meant to reinforce and
support the content learned in class. | typically give 15-20 minutes for independent
practice. During this time, students can ask questions and get help on concepts. If
students use their class time wisely, they should finish most, if not all of their homework
at school. Homework will be input into PowerSchool at least every two weeks.

Late assignments: Students will be allowed to turn in TWO late homework
assignment per month for full credit. All other LATE assignments will receive half credit
points. LATE assignments will be due in a timely manner. (One day late, one day to
make-up up work).

It also is
a great indicator of success on the iReady Test which is used to place students in
Algebra in 9th Grade. If you have extra time, | highly recommend that you work on the
8th grade skills. Students that need enrichment can also work ahead on Algebra
Standards. IXL covers math standards from elementary school through Calculus.

Extra Credit: Depending on the assessment and the standards covered, students may
complete IXL Standards to increase their test/quiz grade. Please see me and | will
assign standards for extra credit. For some tests, | offer a retest. This may be taken
after attending tutorial for help. Students may only earn points back if they didn’t
receive a passing grade of 70%.
