The schoolwide challenge consists of 
students reaching 100% mastery which earns them a green 
t-shirt and being added to our Mastery Wall located in the 
library. The grade level challenges consist of monitoring 
their growth and ultimately celebrating the top two grade 
levels with the highest percentages of green lights with a 
movie and popcorn party. Our ongoing success is possible 
with the collaboration of our teachers and staff and the 
leadership of our Math Response to Intervention teachers, 
Mrs. Aguilera and Mrs. Robinson.

Los Fabulosos by the Grammy award-

winning Lucky Diaz and the Family Jam 
Band is one of the wackiest collections of 
original children’s music I can remember 
hearing. The first song, “Ridiculous,” is just 
that — it’s like the Beatles at their silliest, 
except with a Latin beat. As background 
music for the video that Lucky Diaz patched 

together using public-domain video footage that are 
probably older than your grandparents, it’s wonderful, 
highlighting rapid-motion silent films of elaborate stunts, 
towering unicycles, a woman and a dog jumping rope, and 
a very old cartoon. “Elephant” and “Elevator” are energetic. 
Children can skip wildly to the elephants’ rhythm, 
remembering to periodically hydrate, just as elephants do. 
“Elevator” plays on children’s glee about being a “glutton 
for buttons”—just remind them to not play with the 
elevator in the real world. Other people need to use it, you 
know.

“Me Gusta” is a bilingual two-
parter, with the Spanish and English 
flowing into each other and out again 
and then merging into a cha-cha.

Life Beyond Sight
What does it mean “to see”?
When you say, “Do you 

see?” you’re not referring to 
eyesight but to understanding, 
and that’s what the songs on 
Life Beyond Sight are about. 
The CD is the product of a 
self-advocacy workshop that 
produced songs written and 
sung by students from the 
Maryland School of the Blind. 
The opener, “Not with My Eyes,” is a blunt challenge to 
people who make themselves feel good through the pretext 
of helping someone whom they see as “disabled”: “You’d like 
to help a blind girl, pretend that you’re my friend. I see your 
truth, but not with my eyes.”

That may sound harsh, but it’s what self-advocacy 
sounds like for someone who won’t accept labels or 
insincerity.

The collection gives expression to discomfort, fears, 
absolute joy and sharing gifts. The students sing of those 
gifts in “Dance to Freedom;” they see with other senses and 
through their thoughts. “Lifeboat to Sanity” describes the 
insecurity of two individuals on either side of the sighted 
shore and how music carries them across the bridge 
they can build. The instrumental track of “Not with My 
Eyes” stands alone as melancholy-infused jazz, and “Bach 
Invention in C Major” is a virtuoso performance performed 
by 14-year-old student Alex Kern.

“You are limited by the things you see—you don’t have 
the gift that was given to me.” No matter how you see, this 
collection brings light and understanding. It can be ordered 
here or downloaded here.

have teamed up for some lively ditties. It started when Mr.

“Living in a Beatles Song” is a 
patchwork of phrases from Fab Four tunes, and the singers 
also sing songs by England’s Cat Stevens and the U.S.’s Sam 
Cooke.

The catchy “Summertime Soul” celebrates Mr. Gibb’s 
favorite season and Mr. Rymer’s favorite chord progression.
