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The Board of Trustees shall make every effort to maintain a safe, positive school environment
and student services that promote student welfare and academic achievement. The Board
expects students to make good use of learning opportunities by demonstrating regular
attendance, appropriate conduct and respect for others, and by following conduct expectations
established for each school and classroom.

The Board is fully committed to providing equal educational opportunities and keeping the
schools free from discriminatory practices. The Board shall not tolerate the intimidation or
harassment of any student for any reason. The Board expects schools to implement programs
that teach children to be tolerant of the differences that exist in a culturally diverse society.

The Superintendent shall establish and keep parents/guardians and students well informed
about school and District rules and regulations related to attendance, health examinations,
records, grades and student conduct. When conducting hearings related to discipline,
attendance and other student matters, the Board shall afford students their due process rights in
accordance with law.
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
