D. The obligation of SUPERINTENDENT under this AGREEMENT is
contingent upon the availability of funds furnished by the Orange
County Children and Families Commission. In the event that such

funding is terminated or reduced, this AGREEMENT may be terminated,
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and SUPERINTENDENT fiscal obligations hereunder shall be limited to a
pro rated amount of funding actually received by the SUPERINTENDENT
under the grant. SUPERINTENDENT ghall provide DISTRICT written
notification of such termination. Notice shall be deemed given when
received by the DISTRICT or no later than three (3) days after the
day of mailing, whichever is sconer.

5.0 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. DISTRICT is and at all times to be an

independent contractor and shall be wholly responsible for the manner
in which the services required by the terms of this AGREEMENT are
performed. Nothing herein contained shall be construed as creating
the relationship of employer and employee, or principal and agent,
between SUPERINTENDENT and DISTRICT.

that all matters produced under this AGREEMENT shall become the
property of SUPERINTENDENT and cannot be used without
SUPERINTENDENT'S prior express written permission. SUPERINTENDENT
shall have all right, title and interest in said matters, including
the right to secure and maintain the copyright, trademark and/or
patent of said matter in the name of the SUPERINTENDENT. Therefore,
all matters produced and created by DISTRICT for SUPERINTENDENT'S
School Readiness Initiative Grant Program shall become the property
of SUPERINTENDENT.

8.0 NON-DISCRIMINATION. DISTRICT agrees that it will not engage in

unlawful discrimination of persons because of race, color, religious
creed, national origin, ancestry, physical handicap, wedical
condition, marital status, or age or sex of such persons.

9.0 APPLICABLE LAW. The services completed herein must meet the

approval of the SUPERINTENDENT'S general right of inspection to
secure the satisfactory completion thereof. DISTRICT agrees to
comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and

ordinances that are now or may in the future become applicable to
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DISTRICT, DISTRICT'S business, equipment and personnel engaged in
operations covered by this AGREEMENT or occurring out of the
performance of such operations.

certifying to the State Allocation Board that commencing September 30, 2015,
these HCD buildings are no longer being used as school buildings.

This resolution is required per SB 1324 (Chapter 308, Statutes of 2006).
There is no cost to the District to adopt the Resolution.

2015-2016 INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This Agreement is hereby entered into between the Fullerton School District, hereinafter
referred to as “District,” and Ryan Lewis hereinafter referred to as “Contractor.”

WHEREAS, District is authorized by Section 53060 of the California Government Code to
contract with and employ any persons for the furnishing of special services and advice in financial,
economic, accounting, engineering, legal or administrative matters, if such persons are specially
trained and experienced and competent to perform the special services required,

WHEREAS, District is in need of such special services and advice; and

WHEREAS, Contractor is specially trained and experienced and competent to perform the
special services required by the District, and such services are needed on a limited basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Services to be provided by Contractor: Contractor shall provide an evaluation of
educational programs related to student achievement and engagement.

2. Term. Contractor shall commence providing services under this Agreement on
October 21, 2015, and will diligently perform as required and complete performance by November
30, 2015.

3. Compensation. District agrees to pay the Contractor for Services satisfactorily
rendered pursuant to this Agreement at an hourly rate of $100 per hour with a total fee not to
exceed Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000). Contractor shall submit a detailed invoice to District.
Payment for Services will only be made if Services have been satisfactorily rendered under the terms
of this Agreement.

4. Expenses. District shall not be liable to Contractor for any costs or expenses paid or
incurred by Contractor in performing the Services for District, except as follows: N/A.

5. Independent Contractor. Contractor, in the performance of this Agreement, shall be
and act as an independent contractor. Contractor understands and agrees that Contractor and all of
Contractor’s employees shall not be considered officers, employees or agents of the District, and are
not entitled to benefits of any kind or nature normally provided employees of the District and/or to
which District’s employees are normally entitled, including, but not limited to, State Unemployment
Compensation or Workers’ Compensation. Contractor assumes the full responsibility for the acts
and/or omissions of Contractor’s employees as they relate to the Services to be provided under this
Agreement. Contractor shall assume full responsibility for payment of all federal, State and local
taxes or contributions, including unemployment insurance, social security and income taxes with
respect to Contractor’s employees.

6. Materials. Contractor shall furnish, at Contractor’s own expense, all labor, materials,

this Agreement. Contractor’s Services will be performed, findings obtained, reports and
recommendations prepared in accordance with generally and currently accepted principles and
practices of Contractor’s profession.

7. Originality of Services/Intellectual Property. Contractor agrees that all technologies,
formulae, procedures, processes, methods, and ideas prepared for and submitted by Contractor to the
District in connection with the Services set forth in this Agreement, shall be wholly original to
Contractor and shall not be copied in whole or in part from any other source, except that submitted to
Contractor by District as a basis for such Services. Contractor further agrees that all writings,
materials, compositions, recordings, teleplays, and/or video productions prepared for, written for, or
otherwise (hereinafter referred to as “Content”) submitted by Contractor to the District and/or used
in connection with the Services set forth in this Agreement, reflect the intellectual property of, and
copyright interests held by, District and shall not be copied or used in whole or in part by Contractor
without District’s express written permission. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that District
shall have all right, title and interest in said Content, including the right to secure and maintain the
copyright, trademark and/or patent of said Content in the name of the District.

8. Standard for Performance. The parties acknowledge that the District, in selecting the
Contractor to perform the Services hereunder, is relying upon the Contractor’s reputation for
excellence in the performance of the Services required hereunder. The Contractor shall perform the
Services in the manner of one who is a recognized specialist in the types of services to be performed.
Time is of the essence in this Agreement. All deadlines set forth in the Agreement are binding and
may be modified only by subsequent written agreement of the parties.

9. Termination. District may, at any time, with or without reason, terminate this
Agreement and compensate Contractor only for the Services satisfactorily rendered to the date of
termination. Written notice by District shall be sufficient to stop further performance of Services by
Contractor. Notice shall be deemed given when received by the Contractor or no later than three (3)
days after the day of mailing, whichever is sooner.

District may terminate this Agreement upon giving of written notice of intention to
terminate for cause. Cause shall include: (a) material violation of this Agreement by the Contractor;
(b) any act by Contractor exposing the District to liability to others for personal injury or property
damage; or (c) Contractor is adjudged a bankrupt, Contractor makes a general assignment for the
benefit of creditors or a receiver is appointed on account of Contractor’s insolvency. Written notice
by District shall contain the reasons for such intention to terminate and unless within thirty (30) days
after service of such notice the condition or violation shall cease, or satisfactory arrangements for the
correction thereof be made, this Agreement shall upon the expiration of the thirty (30) days cease
and terminate. In the event of such termination, the District may secure the required services from
another contractor. If the cost to the District exceeds the cost of providing the service pursuant to
this Agreement, the excess cost shall be charged to and collected from the Contractor. The
foregoing provisions are in addition to and not a limitation of any other rights or remedies available
to District. Written notice by District shall be deemed given when received by the other party, or no
later than three (3) days after the day of mailing, whichever is sooner.
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10.  Hold Harmless. Contractor agrees to and does hereby indemnify, hold harmless and
defend the District and its Governing Board, officers, employees and agents from every claim or
demand made and every liability, loss, damage or expense, of any nature whatsoever, which may be
incurred by reason of:

(a) Liability for damages for: (1) death or bodily injury to person; (2) injury to,
loss or theft of property; or (3) any other loss, damage or expense arising out of (1) or (2)
above, sustained by the Contractor, or any person, firm or corporation employed by the
Contractor, either directly or by independent contract, upon or in connection with the
Services called for in this Agreement, however caused, except for liability for damages
referred to above which result from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the District
or its officers, employees or agents.

(b) Any injury to or death of any person(s), including the District’s officers,
employees and agents, or damage to or loss of any property, caused by any act, neglect,
default, or omission of the Contractor, or any person, firm or corporation employed by the
Contractor, either directly or by independent contract, arising out of, or in any way
connected with, the Services covered by this Agreement, whether said injury or damage
occurs either on or off District’s property, except for liability for damages which result from
the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the District or its officers, employees or agents.

(c) Any liability for damages which may arise from the furnishing or use of any
copyrighted or uncopyrighted matter or patented or unpatented invention under this
Agreement.

11.  Insurance. The Contractor, at Contractor’s sole cost and expense, shall insure
Contractor’s activities in connection with the Services under this Agreement and shall obtain, keep
in force, and maintain insurance as follows:

a. Comprehensive or Commercial Form General Liability Insurance (contractual
liability included) with limits as follows: (minimum limits)

(1)  Each Occurrence $1,000,000
(2) Products/Completed Operations Aggregate $1,000,000
3) Personal and Advertising Injury $1,000,000
4) General Aggregate (Not Applicable to the $1,000,000

Comprehensive Form)

The policy may not contain an exclusion for coverage of claims arising from claims for sexual
molestation or abuse. This policy shall include or be endorsed to include abuse and molestation
coverage of at least $1,000,000.00 for each occurrence.

b. Business Automobile Liability Insurance for owned, scheduled, non-owned, or hired
automobiles with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. (Required only if
the Contractor drives on behalf of the District in the course of performing services.)
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c. Professional Liability Insurance with a limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence, if
applicable.

d. Workers’ Compensation as required by California State law.

It should be expressly understood, however, that the coverage and limits referred to under a., b., and
c. above shall not in any way limit the liability of the Contractor. The Contractor shall furnish the
District with certificates of insurance evidencing compliance with all requirements no later than five
(5) business days from execution of this Agreement and prior to commencing the Services under this
Agreement. Contractor agrees to provide a thirty (30) day written notice to District of cancellation,
modification, or reduction in any insurance coverage required pursuant to this section. Such
certificates shall:

(1) Indicate that the District and its Governing Board, officers, and employees
have been endorsed as additional insureds under the coverages referred to
under a. and b.; and

(2) Include a provision that the coverages will be primary and will not participate
with nor be excess over any valid and collectible insurance or program of
self-insurance carried or maintained by the District.

12.  Assignment. The obligations of the Contractor and the performance of the Services
pursuant to this Agreement shall not be assigned by the Contractor. Any such assignment shall be
null and void and shall be deemed a basis for termination of this Agreement.

13. Compliance With Applicable Laws. The Services must meet the approval of the
District and shall be subject to the District’s general right of inspection to secure the satisfactory
completion thereof. Contractor agrees to comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules,
regulations and ordinances that are now or may in the future become applicable to Contractor,
Contractor’s business, equipment and personnel engaged in the Services covered by this Agreement
or accruing out of the performance of such Services.

13.1 Fingerprinting. Contractor shall comply with the requirements of California
Education Code Section 45125.1, and shall provide to District all criminal background
clearance(s) through fingerprints for Contractor (and all Contractor employees, if any) as
required by the District. The District may require the Contractor and Contractor’s employees
to submit to additional criminal background checks at the District’s sole and absolute
discretion.

13.2  Tuberculosis Testing. Contractor and Contractor’s employees, if any,
providing Services to students shall provide evidence of appropriate tuberculosis screening
prior to the performance of the Services and provide annual certification thereafter.
Contractor shall complete and submit to District any required documentation to verify
compliance.
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14. Permits/Licenses. Contractor shall secure and maintain in force such permits and
licenses as are required by law in connection with the furnishing of the Services pursuant to this
Agreement.

15.  Employment With Public Agency. Contractor, if an employee of another public
agency, agrees that Contractor will not receive salary or remuneration, other than vacation pay, as an
employee of another public agency for the actual time in which the Services are actually being
performed pursuant to this Agreement.

16.  Entire Agreement/Amendment. This Agreement and any exhibits attached hereto
constitute the entire agreement among the parties to it and supersedes any prior or contemporaneous
understanding or agreement with respect to the Services contemplated, and may be amended only by
a written amendment executed by both parties to the Agreement.

17.  Nondiscrimination. Contractor agrees that Contractor will not engage in unlawful
discrimination in employment of persons because of race, ethnicity, religion, nationality, disability,
gender, sex, marital status, age or other characteristics protected by federal or state laws of such
persons.

18. Non-Waiver. The failure of District or Contractor to seek redress for violation of, or
to insist upon, the strict performance of any term or condition of this Agreement, shall not be
deemed a waiver by that party of such term or condition, or prevent a subsequent similar act from
again constituting a violation of such term or condition.

19.  Notice. All notices or demands to be given under this Agreement by either party to
the other, shall be in writing and given either by: (a) personal service or (b) by U.S. Mail, mailed
either by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, with postage prepaid. Service shall be
considered given when received if personally served or if mailed on the third day after deposit in any
U.S. Post Office. The address to which notices or demands may be given by either party may be
changed by written notice given in accordance with the notice provisions of this section.

The headings contained in this Agreement are provided exclusively for
reference and the convenience of the parties. No legal significance of any type shall be attached to
the headings.

23. Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed and delivered in two counterparts, each
of which, when so signed and delivered, shall be an original, but such counterparts together shall
constitute the one instrument that is the Agreement, and the Agreement shall not be binding on any
party until all parties have signed it.

24.  Authorized Signatures. The individual signing this Agreement warrants that he/she
is authorized to do so. The parties understand and agree that a breach of this warranty shall
constitute a breach of the Agreement and shall entitle the non-breaching party to all appropriate legal
and equitable remedies against the breaching party.

25. Governing Law. The terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be governed by
the laws of the State of California with venue in Orange County, California. This Agreement is
made in and shall be performed in Orange County, California.

26.  Exhibits. This Agreement incorporates by this reference, any exhibits, which are
attached hereto and incorporated herein.

Fullerton School District is committed to the implementation of Marzano
researched-based practices. Nicolas Junior High School recognizes the need to
close the gap between approximate levels of Marzano implementation and the
intended outcomes articulated by Marzano research for the purpose of
addressing the achievement gap. Recent California Assessment of Student
Performance and Progress (CAASSP) reporting for Nicolas Junior High School
asserts that 73% of 7" grade students and 68% of 8" grade students are not
reaching literacy achievement levels, 83% of 7" grade and 86% of 8" grade not
meeting standards in mathematics. One component of the achievement gap is
to address the intentional design of lessons and the intended outcomes, which is
one particular of Marzano professional development.

Research suggests that Marzano strategies have a positive effect on student
achievement.

The Anaheim City School District within this Memorandum of Understanding

special education programs and services to students when the district of
residence does not have an appropriate placement for the child.

School districts on occasion do not have programs to serve students who require
intensive educational services. Therefore, some students must be placed
outside of the Fullerton School District.

Total cost of the MOU is not to exceed $210,000 and is to be paid from the
Unrestricted General Fund.

MEMORANDUM of UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
ANAHEIM CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT
AND
FULLERTON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, Education Code sections 56195 et seq. authorize school districts to provide
special education services to students in other districts by organizing Special Education Local Plan
Areas (SELPAs) and by developing local plans;

WHEREAS, these statutory provisions authorize school districts to provide for a governing
structure and any necessary administrative support to implement the local plans, including a
system for determining the responsibility of participating agencies for the education of each special
education student;

WHEREAS, Education Code section 56195.5 authorizes districts and SELPAs to enter into
contracts between school districts to provide for the education of special education students who
may reside in other districts;

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed by and between the Anaheim City School District
(hereinafter referred to as the “Provider District”) and the Fullerton Elementary school district
(hereinafter referred to as the “Sending District™) as follows:

1. Basis of Agreement

Pursuant to the authority established in Education Code sections 56195, 56195.1, 56195.3
and 56195.5, the Provider District may provide for the education of individual pupils in special
education programs who reside in other districts or counties. Education Code section 46600 shall
apply to inter-district attendance agreements for programs conducted pursuant to this part.

2, Term of Agreement

This Agreement is effective for the period beginning July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016.

3. Acknowledgment

It is acknowledged that, in accordance with Part 30 of the Education Code, Chapter 7.2, the
California State funding formula for special education programs, services and administration
generates an entitlement based on the average daily attendance of pupils in the local education
agencies that comprise a SELPA.



4, Scope

The Provider shall conduct special education program and services for those eligible pupils
of the Sending District referred by their Individual Education Program (IEP) Teams when it is
jointly determined by the Sending District and the Provider District that the pupils’ educational
needs as specified in the IEP can be appropriately met by the programs operated by the Provider
District. The Provider District shall maintain and provide special education programs for Sending
District pupils during the 2014-15 school year within the administrative parameters established by
the Provider District’s SELPA. Class size ranges and student-adult ratios shall be maintained in a
manner which allows the Provider District to meet the programmatic, health and safety needs of
the pupils.

5. Annual and Triennial Reviews

The Sending District shall be notified of annual reviews and may provide a representative
who will participate in the development of the IEP. For initial placement, triennial review, or a
change in services specified on the current IEP, a Sending District representative who is authorized
to approve or disapprove the allocation of specified Sending District resources necessary for the
implementation of the IEP shall attend the IEP Meeting.

6. Pupil Count

A count shall be taken of the number of pupils enrolled in the programs as of the first day
of each calendar month, July, 2015 through June, 2016. A pupil shall be counted as “enrolled” on
the first day of attendance in the program or fourteen (14) days after the IEP Team has met and an
approved IEP has been executed for the educational placement in the Special Schools Program,
whichever occurs sooner. Pupils continuing in the programs from the previous school year shall
be counted as “enrolled” on the first school day in September unless written notification of
withdrawal is received from either the parent or Sending District. If a continuing pupil has not
attended school by the eleventh day of the first school month, the Provider District shall notify the
Sending District and a determination shall be made regarding continuing enrollment.

7. Definitions

a. “District Provided Programs” are the special education classes and support services
operated by Provider District on behalf of SELPAs and districts in Orange County for special
education students residing in their SELPA and district.

b. “Special Education Program Income” shall be defined as the sum of all State and
Federal funds generated by or on behalf of pupils transferred to programs operated by the Provider
District under this Agreement.

c. “Special Education Program Expenditures” shall include Direct Costs, Direct
Support Costs and Indirect Cost of Special Schools Programs.



d. “Average Cost Per Pupil” shall refer to the Special Education Program
Expenditures attributable to the program divided by the average number of pupils enrolled during
the year.

e “Average Number of Pupils” shall refer to the total of the number of pupils counted
on the first school day of each calendar month divided by the number of calendar months in the
period specified.

8. Funding

In consideration of the enrollment of pupils in special education programs conducted by the
Provider District, the SELPA and/or the Sending District transferring pupils to the programs
operated by the Provider District agree to pay the Provider District the cost of services based on
the schedule attached hereto as Exhibit A.

9, Transportation

The Sending District transporting pupils to the Provider District shall ensure that buses
arrive at the school site with sufficient time to unload students prior to the beginning of the
instructional day and to load them at the end of the instructional day. Delays requiring either
overtime supervision or causing portions of the instructional program to be missed and
subsequently made up may result in charges to the Sending District for additional costs incurred by
the Provider District.

10. Final Accounting

A final accounting accompanied by completed forms and invoices with appropriate
supporting documentation will be sent by the Provider District to Sending District by October 15
of the following year. Corrections to prior year Special Education Program costs resulting from
adjustments to income or expenditure calculations shall be credited or billed to the Sending
District affected by the correction or adjustments. In the event the Provider District fails to send a
final accounting to the Sending District by October 31 of the following year, the Sending District
shall not be liable for our Special Education program costs associated with the student involved.

11. Projected Enrollment

In order to assist the Provider District in planning for both housing and staffing needs for
the programs, Sending District shall submit to the Provider District, in writing, on or before
February 15 of each year, the projected number of pupils expected to be transferred to the
programs for special education and support services in the following school year. Absent a
projection, the number of Sending District pupils reported in the current year December | Federal
Pupil Count shall be used for staffing and budget planning for the following school year.



12. Program Cost

On or before fifteen days after the release of the May revise each year, the Provider District
shall compute the projected Special Education Program Income and Special Education Program
Expenditures for the following year with an Average Cost per Pupil for pupils enrolled in Special
Schools Programs based on the Projected Enroliment data, and provide it to Sending District’s
Special Education Department and Business Services Department.

13. No Waiver

The failure of the Provider District in any one or more instances to insist upon strict
performance of any of the terms of this Agreement or to exercise any option herein conferred shall
not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment to any extent of the right to assert or rely upon such
terms or option on any future occasion.

14. Hold Harmless

To the extent permitted by law, and except for the acts or omissions or employees, agents
and officers of the Sending District, the Provider District hereby agrees to hold harmless,
indemnify and defend the Sending District and its officers, agents and employees from all claims,
demands, liabilities, losses, damages, or expenses of any nature whatsoever arising from or
connected with the Provider District’s performance of services during the term of this Agreement.

To the extent permitted by law, and except for the acts or omissions of employees, agents
and officers of Provider District, the Sending District hereby agrees to hold harmless, indemnify
and defend Provider District and its governing board and their officers, agents and employees from
all claims, demands, liabilities, losses, damages, or expenses of any nature whatsoever arising
directly or indirectly from or connected with the performance of services other than for operations
of Provider District during the term of this Agreement.



15. Complete Agreement

This Agreement is the complete Agreement of the parties. Any amendments hereto shall
be in writing and shall be dated and executed by both parties.

The District is purchasing network hardware. E-Rate matching funds for core
network switching for all school sites were approved in July by the Universal
Service Administrative Company (USAC) School and Libraries division in the
amount of $207,360. This is 60% of the cost of the equipment with the District
portion being the remaining 40%, $138,240.

The current core network equipment is now 10 years old and is no longer
supported by the manufacturer, CISCO. With the new networking equipment
the Fullerton School District can begin to move from a 1 Gigabit backbone to a
10 Gigabit network backbone at all school sites.

A copy of the CMAS Contract is available for review in the Superintendent’s
Office.

Article 8 Hours of Employment

All Wednesday Early Release Day schedules will be collaboratively developed and
calendared in conjunction with the student attendance calendar by the District and
the Negotiations Team. Wednesday Early Release Days will continue to be
designated for District, Principals, Grade Levels, and Teachers. Principal Wednesday
staff development agendas will be collaboratively developed by each site principal
and staff and will include time for practical planning and implementation of new
material.

Special Education Release Time

By September 15 of each school year, IEP teams at each school site will inform the
Principal and provide a calendar of their projected substitute needs for the school
year. The Principal will review the proposed calendar and collaboratively develop a
plan with the IEP teams to meet their projected substitute needs. Principals will
work with Special Education department for support if needed.

H. Starting 2016-2017 school year, all full day K-6th grade elementary classroom
teachers will have a minimum of two 50-minute periods of time per week for
collaboration during the work day. One 50-minute period of time per week will be
for PLCs. The other 50-minute period of time a week can be for finishing necessary
PLC activities and PLC grade level planning or for activities mutually agreed upon by
the site principal and grade level teams. Principals that develop more than two 50-
minute periods of time will consult with grade level teams regarding the activities
that will occur during these additional periods. Formal PLC notes will be submitted
once per week. For the current school year, schools currently meeting in this
minimum of two 50-minutes of time per week structure will adhere to the purposes
established in this agreement.

Article 11 Evaluation Process - MOU Pilot- 2015-2016 & 2016-2017
Implement Task Force Recommendations
1. The District and FETA agree that all staff will review appropriate student
achievement data to determine areas of focus for goals.



. The District and FETA agree that all certificated staff will complete the Goals
and Activities section of the Evaluation Form for all four focus areas 2015-
2016 & 2016-2017.

All certificated staff will complete the Year End Reflections including next
steps and self-rating.

. All evaluators will complete Annual Summative Feedback: Part A for all staff
that have been identified for evaluation.

a. The completion of the Part A section should be done through dialogue
with the individual teacher or, where pertinent, the Subject matter
team or PLC team.

b. Observations and data collection will take place for all staff
throughout the year.

c. For all staff that is not formally being evaluated, evaluators will
ensure that actions required in points 1, 2 and 3 were completed and
will sign-off that “All off-cycle requirements were sufficiently
completed.”

. Evaluator’s Annual Summative Feedback: Part B will be completed for all
teachers who are probationary, temporary, or under an assistance plan and
will be noticed by September 22, 2015 for the current school year. The 2016-
2017 school year notification to be determined. Teachers who are
recommended for PAR will be noticed on page 1 and an assistance plan will
be created.

. The evaluation for the non-permanent or certificated staff under assistance
plan will be placed in their personnel file with all the protections and
guidelines attributed to documents added to a personnel file.

. The Evaluation Sub-Task force will make mutually agreed upon adjustments
in the form and plan throughout the year where deemed necessary.

. The non-permanent staff and individuals under an assistance plan will have
Evaluator Part 2: Mid Year Summative feedback by the principal/supervisor
by January 26, 2016 and submitted to their personnel file as first installment
of a bi-annual evaluation process.

. Itis the current proposal that the first four sections of the assessment form
(academic goals, personal and collegial goals, reflection and
principal/supervisor feedback) comprise a biennial evaluation for
approximately one-half of each site or department’s permanent certificated
employees. Although this will be considered a full evaluation, it will not be
placed in the staff personnel file unless they so opt to for 2015-2016 & 2016-
2017.

a. Priority for 2015-2016 formal evaluation will be for permanent
general education staff teaching grades TK, 1, 3, and 5.

b. 2015-2016 formal evaluation priorities will also include: Rtl teachers,
Preschool, Special Education Teachers Moderate/Severe, and Speech
Pathologists.

c. Priorities for 2016-2017 formal evaluation will be for permanent
general education staff teaching grades K, 2, 4, and 6.



d. Priorities for 2016-2017 formal evaluation will also include: school
counselors, TOSAs, Cotsen Mentors, Special Education Teachers RSP&
SDC Mild/Moderate, and Nurses.

e. Priorities for 2015-2016 formal evaluation at the junior high level will
include: Social Studies, English, Performing Arts and PE Teachers.

f. Priorities for 2016-2017 formal evaluation at the junior high level will
include: Science, Math, Visual Arts and any teachers not evaluated in
2015-16.

g. Teachers of combination classes will be placed on-cycle by mutual
agreement between the teacher and the principal for one grade level.
This must be agreed upon by the first of October.

h. Junior high teachers with cross-curricular assignments will be placed
on-cycle by mutual agreement between the teacher and the principal
for one subject area. This must be agreed upon by the first of October.

10. All bargaining unit members who are probationary, temporary, or under an
assistance plan will be fully evaluated bi-annually and will be noticed by
September 22, 2015 for the current school year. Notification date still to be
determined for 2016-2017.

Evaluation Task Force:

An Evaluation Task Force subcommittee will be formed that will consist of four
teachers from the current Taskforce membership, selected by FETA, and three
administrators from the current Taskforce membership. (Based on the PAR model,
Article 12, Section 2.A.1.) The subcommittee will create a recommendation for
Pathways and possible stipends attached to those Pathways by March 31, 2016. The
proposal is subject to future negotiations and would be part of the Evaluation
document.

Article 16 Salaries-
For the 2015-2016 Salary Agreement:

1. Four percent (4%) on schedule salary adjustment retro to July 1, 2015 for
employees who are in paid status with the District at time of Association
ratification.

2. OnJanuary 1, 2016, employees will receive a one percent (1%) on
schedule salary adjustment for employees who are in paid status with the
District at time of Association ratification.

3. OnJuly 1, 2016, employees still in active status and who were in paid
status with the District at time of Association ratification will receive a
one percent (1%) off schedule salary adjustment.



Article 17- Fringe Benefits
1. Health Insurance
A. Medical

i) The District shall pay the actual cost of Medical insurance premiums
up to $16,600 annually for full-time benefit eligible employees. The
annual vendor premiums shall be paid via tenthly payroll deductions.

if) Emergency credentialed teachers, non-permanent waiver, and
teachers with temporary contracts hired after June 30, 2003 will be
provided with their choice of an HMO medical insurance plan or a HSA
PPO medical insurance plan. Persons provided with these coverages
shall be entitled to the same dental, vision, and life insurance
provisions as other employees.

FETA
representation and responsibilities are delineated in the Fullerton School
District Benefits Committee By-Laws agreed upon date of ratification.
