Inhalers, pod 

watch. 
o Nicotine in Adolescents: affects learning, focus, depression 
o Signals of use: low grades, change of friends & behaviors, sleeping 

habits, isolated 
o How can you help: manage stress and emotions, keep positive 

during meal times, communication, clear risks, disapprove drugs, 
give examples
