FULLERTON SCHOOL DISTRICT SCHOOL BUS DISCIPLINE POLICY
Dear Parent or Guardian: The Fullerton School District Board of Trustees has adopted the School Bus Discipline Policy to assist students in understanding their responsibilities while riding the school bus to and from school. Riding the school bus is a privilege and a complete understanding of the School Bus Discipline Policy will enable the District to provide the safest service possible. The following list includes some actions that could cause a safety hazard and endanger passengers on the school bus:
· Only approved busing students may ride the bus 
· Students must ride their assigned bus 
· Students must get on and off at their regular stops 
· Students must remain in their seat while the bus is moving 
· Students must keep head, arms, etc. inside the bus Whistling, singing or making unnecessary noise is not permitted 
· Fighting, scuffling, or bothering other students is not permitted 
· Throwing objects on the bus is not permitted 
· Using obscene or profane language is not permitted 
· Tampering with bus equipment is against the law 
· Eating or chewing gum on the bus is not permitted 
· Damaging or defacing the bus is against the law 
· Bringing animals on the bus is against the law 
· Making excessive noise at railroad tracks is not permitted
While the bus driver is ultimately responsible for the behavior and safety of all bus passengers (Title 5 CAC Section 14103) administrators, teachers, and parents are also responsible for assisting in developing acceptable conduct of students being transported.
In case of a violation of the above stated policy, the steps listed below will be taken:
· 1st citation : warning letter sent by Principal (or designee) and student counseled; 
· 2nd citation : riding suspension for a minimum of one (1) school day; 
· 3rd citation: riding suspension for a minimum of five (5) school days; 
· 4th citation : riding suspension for a minimum of ten (10) school days; 
· 5th citation: permanent riding suspension until a committee consisting of parent, student, 
Transportation Services and Principal (or designee) can agree on whether transportation may be resumed and what terms. 
In extremely severe or dangerous cases any or all of the first four (4) steps in this procedure may be by passed.
